· quick warning (supervising authorities, RASFF system)
· consumer’s behaviour (consumer) – knowledges raising, information giving, ability to make decision, working with the food at home
What does the notion „Right productive practise“ mean?

Also two other regulations are entering into force – No. 853 / 2004 and 854 / 2004 which are called together „Hygiene rules“.

Countries which want to enter the EU like Bulgaria and Rumania will have enough time for good technological preparation of this way of food safety providing.

Only perfect preparation allows to the food producers fill all principles of producer’s duty and appropriate authorities of structures, operational and hygienic requirements for the plants, process of plant’s verification, requirements for storage and transportation and requirements for labelling with the mark of health wholesomeness.
Fulfilment of all principles mentioned above allows by competitiveness to reach free movement of food in EU and to provide high level of public health safety.
